As BATForce celebrates 46 years of supporting young people, their
families and carers, I thank the BATForce Executive/Board for their
significant efforts and ongoing support over the past financial year
to ensure BATForce has ongoing viability. As a small NGO we
require the necessary governance and compliance arrangements
to be in place to ensure our ongoing sustainability. With this
important work, we ensure we can continue to deliver on our vision
to improve opportunities for young people through advocacy,
education, and the strengthening of networks for families and the
youth workforce in our region.

We continue to deliver School Focused Youth Services (SFYS)
funded by the Victorian Department of Education with this being
our priority service stream targeting at risk Schools across our
region. This program provides targeted short-term interventions
for students who are vulnerable to, or showing signs of,
disengaging from school as well as capacity building for schools
and families to better support identified students at risk of
disengagement. We support the Greater Geelong Region including
Barwon, Colac Otway, Queenscliff and the Surf Coast areas. Our
SFYS Coordinators Kylie and Naomi, as well as our Executive Officer
Leigh closely oversee this program and have continued the most
innovative practice based evidenced programs with excellent
outcomes being achieved. 

In late 2023 Lynn Longworth who had spent many years at
BATForce celebrated retirement and on behalf of the board I want
to wish her well. I would also like to welcome Geoff Trabant to the
team and thank him for his patience as transition to a new model
of working.

Chair Report

In addition to this important work BATForce also delivers regular targeted stakeholder
and community education and information sessions as well as supporting many
specific projects. These include mentor training for the L2P driver education program
funded by TAC, the Community Wellbeing Dashboard developed through the
Co+Chat consortia of agencies, Tools to Transition funded by The Geelong
Community Foundation and Digital Tattoo 2.0 funded by The Anthony Costa
Foundation. We also want to acknowledge the support of Geelong Connected
Communities for their support in assisting BATForce to disseminate the resources
from the Community Wellbeing Dashboard to the broader community.

As the team continually look for new ways to reach out to community I want to thank
the team for their work significantly updating our website and building the capacity
of our social media so that we can better link vulnerable communities to the
supports they need as well as better measuring our engagement with these targeted
cohorts. The significant stakeholder feedback we receive ongoing from this work is
used to further target and tailor our work to support our most vulnerable cohorts.

Over the past decades the Youth sector in our region (and nationally) has
experienced significant changes due to service and program consolidation
alongside significant Federal, State and Local Government reforms.

As an Executive/Board we remain focused so that BATForce will remain an adaptable
and flexible organisation for all stakeholders, to ensure we continue to support our
most vulnerable communities to achieve sustainable outcomes aligned with our
charter and vision.

Executive Officer Report

Small NGOs are few and far between these days. Whilst
it is never easy financially keeping small NGOs viable the
phone never seems to stop ringing. BATForce’s ability to
be responsive to community need and create space for
agencies to come together and share ideas and
activate responses has been a great adventure. 

With the contraction of state based and federal funding in the
youth sector the competition for philanthropic funding has
increased. For this reason BATForce has shifted its plan to focus on
‘chunking’ work so we can do meaningful projects with smaller
pockets of funding that build towards greater change. 

23/24 saw a big demand for our Digital Tattoo workshops for both
students and Parents and Carers. The big shift was the number of
requests we had for year 4 students. We are clearly seeing the
impact of students having access to social media at an early age
before they have developed the skills required to drive it. This may
also be attributed to this cohort beginning their schooling years in
lockdown.

After working with schools and speaking with Parents and Carers
we decided to build a Digital Tattoo workshop for Parents and
Carers of pre school to year 2 Children. This was well received and
we look forward to rolling out more of these workshops in the
future. After all, the best youth work happens between 0-8.

Through funding from the Anthony Costa Foundation 23/24 we
worked closely with WHR Allied Health to develop an intervention
for students with Disabilities who are using technology in a risky
manner. An Occupational Therapist from WHR attended a number
of our workshops looking critically at the content whilst we ran a
handful of codesign sessions with parents and carers as well as
teaching staff and staff from Disability support programs.From
here a PD was developed and a purpose built 6X 1 hr Digital Tattoo
intervention was developed.

The website had a big activation this year. Foxy has worked above and beyond to ensure
our ideas become reality on the website and social media communications.  With most
meetings starting with “what if...” we have managed to turn Foxy’s hair grey whilst
building a resource rich website for the ecosystem that supports Young People which
was our goal at the beginning of the year and we are not finished yet with lots of ideas
lined up ready to go in 2024/25.

4 years on and we now have 11 support boards. With the Schools Wellbeing Hub being
launched in the latter half of 2023 to support the capacity of the PD series funded by SFYS
through the Department of Education. 

Board 11 (Support for Parents & Carers of Children with a Disability – Barwon) really
excited us as it was developed externally and added to the mix showing how
collaboration works. Big thank you to Gretta Kane from Carers Support for developing an
incredibly comprehensive board for Families of Young People with disabilities which
further enhances the development of the inclusive Pathways Resource on offer. 

Community Wellbeing Dashboard

We now have 60+ videos across a number of
domains from activities for regulation for
Children, to our ‘You Can Ask That’ series for
CALD young people, recordings of our amazing
PD speakers and in the next 12 months the video
uploads to support the Inclusive Pathways
Project. These are available to everyone in the
community free of charge and we want to
acknowledge the work of those who helped
build this library of resources.

In 2023/24 we would like to acknowledge Geelong Connected Communities and the
Anthony Costa Foundation for supporting our programs with grants to ensure that a
greater number of schools and communities could access our Digital Tattoo workshops.
The funding allowed us to reach more people with the Community Wellbeing Dashboard
through the development of postcards with QR codes that linked directly through to
information on the support boards. We saw a direct impact of this work with increases on
the number of views of boards being recorded as a result of the dissemination of the
postcards. 

A big thank you to the Geelong Regional Libraries for supporting the Community
Wellbeing Dashboard by ensuring that the postcards and posters were made available
in all the libraries across the region.

I want to acknowledge those who trusted us to lead the Co+Chat work and commit to
sharing resources.

The Co+Chats work is largely unfunded and works to a terms of reference of no logos, no
egos, no minutes, just actions. For this to work the network is used to gather information
to build a project then the group hibernates while the project is developed. 

The ongoing work of the community of services post COVID through the Co+Chat
networks has seen the development of the Inclusive Pathways Resource throughout 2023
and into 2024. This has led to co design workshops which has ensured that the work
remains focused on the task of better supporting students with disabilities in their
transition from school to employment.

2023 saw the retirement of Lynn Longworth our admin/finance officer. I want to
acknowledge the work that Lynn has contributed to the team over many years and we all
wish her well in retirement. 

The little team that could. I cannot thank Naomi and Kylie enough for their commitment
to the team. Not knowing if their program would be refunded or not, they stayed on
course and at the 11th hour we were relieved to hear that School Focused Youth Services
would be refunded for a further two years. The relationships they have built with schools
and facilitators does BATForce proud. Their flexibility again across the year, innovation
and focus on advocating for support for schools and the families that make up these
amazing places has been second to none. 

I want to acknowledge the facilitators who have delivered programs across the year,
some great outcomes again in very trying times across both primary and secondary
schools. The development of new models of service to deal with changing landscapes
has been taken in stride and we are very proud of the work that has been achieved in the
past year.

Workshop Program Impact
The BATForce workshop series continues to adapt to community need. We listen
to schools and families and develop our workshop content to meet the needs.
With a mix of online and interactive face to face workshops now becoming the
norm. We continue to look for innovative ways to engage the community including
recorded sessions for families to watch in their own time.

The Digital Tattoo 2.0 initiative, funded by The Anthony Costa Foundation, was
implemented over 12 months by BATForce and WHR Allied Health under
Workforce Plus. It aimed to address mental health challenges related to online
behaviors among young people, post-COVID. Key project components
included workshops, co-design sessions, interventions, and resource
development, with a focus on supporting students with disabilities.

DIGITAL TATTOO 2.0

KEY GOALS
Raise awareness about safe online behavior.
Equip families, carers, and schools with tools to support young people
engaging in online risk-taking.
Develop targeted resources for students with disabilities.

KEY ELEMENTS

sharing explicit photos among students.

Targeted support for students with disabilities through a 6-week program.

Emphasized interactive learning and support for navigating digital
challenges.

Enhanced the Community Wellbeing Dashboard, adding sections for
parents, students, and schools.
Developed podcasts and videos for flexible learning and increased
accessibility.



IDENTIFIED CHALLENGES
Post-lockdown increase in screen time, sleep deprivation, and exposure to
inappropriate content.
Misalignment between students' online habits and adults' perceptions of
those habits.
Barriers to engaging parents and carers, compounded by conflicting
demands on teachers’ time.

The Digital Tattoo 2.0 project has demonstrated significant impact in building
community capacity to address the challenges of online behavior, with a
focus on collaboration and tailored support for vulnerable groups.



THE NEED

Through SFYS discussions with schools in early 2023, BATForce identified a
professional development opportunity for teachers and those working in
support roles in schools, in relation to sensory and regulation needs of
students. The need extended across both Primary and Secondary
environments.   

Schools identified the need for further learning in relation to how they can
better support students with sensory and regulation needs both in the
classroom and in the school grounds.   They indicated they would welcome
an opportunity to see what other schools were doing, as well as hear from
industry specialists.   

Additionally, we found a current lack of access to Occupational Therapy
support for schools. This support is being missed, particularly in support of
students with regulation issues.  With these factors in mind our aim for the PD
was to equip schools with strategies that can be used both in the classroom
and on school grounds, to increase school staff understanding of the sensory
needs of their students and to support their school spaces.

WORKSHOP DESIGN

The workshops were designed to be online, free and run before school (7.30 -
8.45am) to maximise attendance and minimise work distractions for staff.This
worked extremely well with over 220 booking tickets for the two workshops in
2023 and 230+ staff attending at least one workshop. 

Whilst we wanted to maximise staff attending live on the day we also
recognised that it isn't always possible. With that in mind we recorded each
PD workshop so that attendees could review the content, share with
colleagues and view when they were in the mindset to take the information
onboard.



WORKSHOP DESIGN

The design of each workshop was informed by BATForce's ongoing conversations with
stakeholders along with evaluations from previous workshops. With the EBA at the forefront of
our minds and wanting to maximise the number of staff that could attend and learn from the
PD’s we knew we needed to build a flexible model. 
This became our BATPack Model, based on 4 parts:

Development of a Schools Wellbeing Hub (via Trello) where teachers and other members of
the school community can go to access information related to topics discussed 

1.

Real time online PD workshops2.
Recording the PD workshops and making them available on the Schools Wellbeing Hub
(links directly to our YouTube channel)

3.

Additional information collected to support the topics that could be uploaded to the Hub4.

The participant evaluation was also vital in informing us of the value of the workshop as well us
informing us of further content ideas.  We asked:

As a result of today do you plan to make changes in your
classroom/workplace after being part of this PD?

Do you have a greater understanding of today's theme?

As a result of today's PD do you plan to share what you learnt today
with colleagues?

What did you like about today's PD?

What do you think can be improved in this PD?

What other PD content would you like to see



PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT 2023 SERIES OVERVIEW

In 2023, two PD workshops were developed that would allow us to explore the identified need in
the sensory regulation space. In both workshops we engaged two key speakers on a themed
topic.

PD 1: Sensory & Regulation Support Strategies – Sept 5 (term 3)

The PD aimed to provide practical ideas and resources to staff to use when students were feeling
overwhelmed, stressed or emotional.  The keys speakers were;

“I Am Mindful” - backed by both Melbourne University and the Melbourne Clinic the I.A.M™ School
Programs are centred around their evidence - based I.A.M™ Mental Health First-Aid Toolkit and
coping planning resources. They unpacked their toolbox with us and explored strategies that can
be used to support young people to manage tough times in a proactive, skilful and healthy way.
 
WHR Allied Health – a local provider (who have recently won the Australian Allied Health Service of
the year) is engaged with Catholic Education in Queensland to deliver training to schools about
setting up spaces for regulation. They deliver programs to schools in our region, including for
BATForce, we drew on this experience to unpack what sensory regulation is and how schools can
better support it within their school spaces. 

PD 2: Sensory Regulation for the Classroom – Nov 14 (term 4)

Talking Youth - Fiona Luca is one of most requested SFYS program providers over the last few
years.We engaged her to share tools and tips on topics such as self-regulation & the 'Layers of
Learning’ for a developing nervous system.

WHR Allied Health:  after the interest from the last PD we re-engaged Zoe Dent from WHR to further
unpack sensory processing and how it impacts the classroom.In particular we wanted to explore
how schools can create meaningful & purposeful classrooms including how to create physical
environments that encourages sensory integration. 

Both PD sessions were hugely successful. The response from schools and education staff was
incredible. 49 Barwon area schools attended (34 Primary, 13 Secondary & 2 Specialist School) with
over 220 bookings taken for the workshops.

More excitingly we also had attendance from out of region schools, various Victorian government
departments, interstate agencies (including both NSW and ACT Dept of Education), local and Vic
wide community agencies and even overseas!

WHAT NEXT FOR 2024?

With the success of the 2023 PD series two actions become clear.

Firstly, BATForce needed a dedicated 'space’ for attendees and schools to access online
resources that not only come from the PD series but from other trusted and curated sites.
These resources were made available through a specific Trello board which we named the
‘Schools Wellbeing Hub’. It included links to PD workshop videos, information on speakers and
PD resources. From the launch date of Sept 2023 to Dec 2023 the Hub had 600+ views. This has
grown in 2024 to having 2000+ views by June 30.

With the success of the initial PD series it was decided to use SFYS to fund a 2024 BATPack
Series to build on the ideas and concepts and introduce new topics that were concerning
schools in the region.

BUILDING ON THE BATPACK SERIES
With the success of the 2023 series and feedback from schools and community it was decided
that we would develop 4 PD workshops for the 2024 series with SFYS funding. A number of
issues emerged from the 2023 series and along with ongoing conversations with schools and
community agencies we settled on 4 themes.

Again, the series was aimed at both Primary and Secondary teachers along with support staff,
pre-service teachers & others that work with Young People. This workshop PD series aim is to
give educators practical strategies and resources on a range of classroom issues.
All workshops remained free, online and run 7.30am-8.45am. Resources from each PD are
uploaded to the School Wellbeing Hub and each PD is recorded and able to be viewed on the
BATForce YouTube Channel.

In 2024 we engaged the following speakers to run workshops on these topics:

PD 1:  'Classroom strategies for self & co-regulation and student
engagement'  -Fiona Luca, Talking Youth (30 July)

Supporting learners with their emotional experience
Assisting students to build their own regulation tool kits
Supporting students to engage in & enjoy their learning journey & life outside of the classroom

A communication campaign that built on last year's learnings commenced in early term 2
which allowed a substantial lead in time to spread the word on the 2024 series. The campaign
consisted of:

Invitations with dates and outlines of all 4 workshops sent to all Barwon region primary,
secondary and specialist schools
Disseminating the invite flyer via the Catholic Education Office for Barwon and other
regions
Linktree update with PD flyer as a banner
A comprehensive social media campaign across all platforms including a 4 day boost
campaign ($50 boost campaign per PD spent). This campaign had a reach of 9031 and
resulted in 200 link clicks and 250 post engagements.
A Trybooking link with all 4 PD's listed was made available from the beginning. This allowed
for people to book for one or all 4 PD's depending on their interest in the series. 

As of 30 June we have had 211 tickets purchased with 624 tickets purchased over the entire PD
series.  The second half of 2024 was extremely busy with the delivery of all 4 PD workshops. We
are all looking forward to showcasing them next year to you.
